FINANCIAL MATTERS

Financial status.
The finances of the Section remain sound and details of our financial status will be provided
by the Treasurer in his report.

SECTION ACTIVITIES

Re-signing of the IEEE, IEE & EA Tripartite Agreement

The currency of the existing agreement lapses at the end of this year and arrangements are in
hand to have a replacement document signed before the end of 2005 by members of the
Australia Council and representatives of the other organizations.

During the year there were discussions with EA and IEE regarding an arrangement for mutual
recognition of CPD points. This had little relevance to IEEE members outside the USA, and it
is expected to be resolved with the re-signing of the Tripartite Agreement.

“Out of Sydney” Meeting

This year saw the start of a programme to have at least one of the regular monthly meetings
held at a venue away from Sydney. This is intended to allow those members in (state)
regional locations to meet with the Committee members. This year’s meeting was at Charles
Sturt University at Bathurst.

Joint technical speakers programme

Our continued involvement in this programme allows the participation of our members in
about 20 meetings a year, with the opportunity to benefit from and make our presence known
in the profession.

Later in 2005 an IEEE Distinguished Lecturer will make a presentation within this
programme. This is a particular benefit the IEEE brings to this programme with our access to
so many respected experts well known worldwide in their specialised fields.

Sponsorship of Conferences
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2005 was a quiet year for us regarding Conferences with our commitments restricted to minor
roles. Financially, we have benefited from what we have done, and it is expected that in 2006
there will be greater activity and commitments.

Section Website
Our Section website continues to attract attention both within Australia and in other countries.
There is an on-going need to keep the information relevant to our members.

We welcomed Robert Menegon as Webmaster during the year. He has come to recognise
some of the matters which require attention, and in 2006 is to carry out a comprehensive
evaluation and revision to the site.

Section history
The NSW Section, and the Electrical/Electronics profession in Australia has a rich and

colourful history. The research and recording of this by Zak Zakrevicius and David Burger
continues, and their efforts may be seen on the Section website.

Promotion of the electrical engineering profession

Work has been progressing for some time on the production of a CD, which will provide
information for potential students of electrical engineering regarding career opportunities,
training and qualifications, etc. One of the unmet 2005 targets, the work continues and we are
trying to avoid duplicating similar work being done by others.

CIRCUIT Newsletter

The editor, Eddie Fong. Continues to carry out this onerous task, and has been known to
threaten people with a Trident if they do not produce the copy that is so essential for the
information of all members. Three editions are produced annually and distributed
electronically. The July edition is also sent to members by conventional post.

Section committee

The Section has a number of operational committees who make their own contributions to the
success of the section. Even though they may not all be mentioned in this report | wish to
express a sincere ‘thank you’ to all concerned.

Chapter in the Section

The section supports 7 Chapters. During the year the LEOS Chapter was accredited, and we
continue to support the members of the joint C&S/SSC Chapter which has experienced
difficulties during the year. Hopefully their difficulties will be resolved in 2006. A
supplemental report from each of these chapters will act as addenda to form the complete
content of this section report.

REGIONAL AND WORLDWIDE ACTIVITIES

Region 10 Meeting

Three members of the New South Wales Section (lan Boyd, David Burger and myself) were

able to attend this annual gathering (held in Singapore in 2005), with great benefit to all who

attended. lan, whilst a member of NSW Section, attended in his capacity as Australia Council
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Secretary. We are hoping over the years to have more of the Section committee members
attend these meetings and so become familiar with the way things are done in Region 10.

Region 10 Postgraduate Student Paper prize
Our congratulations to Ms. Parastoo Sadeghi for her success in receiving the third prize award
in this annual competition conducted within Region 10.

It is expected that her successful paper will soon be published in the IEEE Potentials
magazine.

Sections Congress 2005
This worldwide gathering of nearly 1000 people took place in Tampa, Florida during October,
and I was fortunate enough to be able to attend.

The purpose of a congress is to allow IEEE representatives from around the world to gather
and discuss matters of mutual concern. At the end, those matters considered of greatest
importance are forwarded to the Board for consideration and implementation. | prepared a
brief report for the Section committee.

4. Treasurer’s Report 2005

Summary
The section has had no major changes in its financial position since last years report. Income

this year should slightly exceed expenditure. Substantial reforms in accounting procedures
have been implemented, which will result in big cost savings and improved accounting
processes.

Financial Position

The Section continues to have a good cash reserve, with $120,000 held in a cash management
investment account. The lowest balance in the Sections Cheque account for the financial year
was $14,892.24, indicating that the amounts invested are appropriate.

The Section has invested 410,000 as seed funding into the international Conference on
wireless Broadband to be held in Sydney 13-16" march 2006. IEEE expect return of this
funding and hopefully a share of the surplus in 2006. For details of the conference see
http://epress.lib.uts.edu.au/conference/auswireless2006/ or email samr@uts.edu.au.

Financial Performance

As at 19 November 2005 the section has had an excess of income over expenditure of
$3,847.35. A detailed statement of the financial performance (profit and Loss) is included in
Appendix 3.
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Overall revenues were down on the previous year.

The rebate of membership fees from IEEE head office was down from $18,852.94 in 2004 to
$15,251.37 in 2005.

The rebate was down for several reasons:
e Overall membership of the NSW Section has fallen between 31 December 2003 and
31 December 2004, when the rebate is calculated.

e To qualify for a rebate, each Chapter and affinity group has to hold at least 2 technical
meetings each year. In 2004 two of the six Chapters and one Affinity Group failed to
reach this total, although over 20 technical meetings were held in NSW.

e The rebate is calculated in USD$. A substantial rise in the Australian dollar reduced
the value of the rebate.

Corrective action is being taken on the issue of Chapter meetings. For 2005 and subsequent
years, the section Secretary will collate all meeting reports and make sure that they are
reported to IEEE head office and allocated against one or more appropriate chapters or
affinity Groups.

Revenue from Conferences was disappointing. The Section funded the International
Symposium on Spread Spectrum Techniques and Applications (ISSTA) and the 5™ Asian
Control Conference (ASCC) in 2004. Both conferences returned our seed funding. However
the ASCC finished with no surplus funds. ISSTA appears to have a distributable surplus,
possibly $3,000, but have not yet made a distribution as their accountants are still battling
with the GST.

On the other hand, we have billed $727.00 for advertising revenue in Circuit magazine,
thanks to the efforts of the editor Eddie Fong and his colleagues.

Expenditure is so far down nearly $4,000.00 on last year. There are still some costs to come
in, particularly for functions held in November and December, but the Section should still be
able to break even in spite of the fall in revenue.

Audit Cost

In past years the Section as spent a very big part of its budget on accounting and auditing. The
previous treasurer David Tien made a number of reforms in this area, particularly with GST
handling. Hover the Section was still spending at least 20% of its income on accounting and
auditing.

To bring this cost under control, the section has decided to adhere strictly to IEEE Financial
Policy. The Section will regularly use an internal audit committee. IEEE head office each year
choose sections at random for an audit by a professional accounting firm, with the costs being
born by head office. IEEE NSW will et a professional audit in those years chosen by head
office.

Processes and Procedures

Chart of Accounts

A chart of accounts based on the standard IEEE chart of accounts was built this year. The new
chart of accounts has main accounts corresponding exactly to the reporting requirements of
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the annual L50 report to head office. The Section treasurer has broken down each main
account in sub-accounts suited to the activities of the Section. This Chart of accounts serves
the dual purpose of providing accurate management accounting to the section Executive,
while making the preparation of the annual L50 report form a simple exercise for which no
external accountant should be needed.

Processes and Procedures Document

The Treasurer has created a draft processes and procedures document setting out the duties of
the holder of the NSW Section Treasurer position, and the procedures to be followed. The
document also attempts to outline the duties of the new Audit Committee. This document will
be refined over the next year and hopefully should make the job of all future Treasurers
easier.

Computer Accounting
The Section’s accounts have been converted from various systems run by external
accountants into a computerised General Ledger maintained in QuickBooks Pro.

The new computer system enables the Treasurer to perform data entry, financial reporting and
bank reconciliation in a simple automated way.

QuickBooks Pro is recommended by IEEE head office for use by Section Treasurers. It
should not be confused with the consumer oriented QuickBooks.

Membership

As at November 2005 there were a total of 78 members of the AP and MTT Societies in New
South Wales, including 2 Associate Members, 12 Student Members, 50 Members, 8 Senior
Members, 4 Fellows, and 2 Life Members.

Technical Meetings Three meetings were held in 2005, as follows:

1. ANTENNA HUMAN BODY INTERACTION, Professor Maria Stuchly, Thursday
14th April 2005.

Wireless communication devices, including telephone handsets, operate in close proximity of
the human body. Such proximity changes the antenna performance and typically results in a
substantial fraction of the output power being deposited in the human body. Determination of
the power deposited in tissue, presents an interesting and challenging problem. It is not
possible to perform the measurements in humans, numerical modelling and measurements in
simulated tissues are employed. Numerical modelling allows for a better representation of
various body parts and tissues and accurate representation of wireless devices.

Numerical modelling with different methods has been successfully applied to interactions of
such wireless devices as telephones, PDASs, laptop computers, civilian and military mobile
radios, and base station transmitters. Specific computational issues have to be addressed when
modelling antenna - human body interactions. Various scenarios and devices have been
successfully modelled, and various examples will be discussed. New antenna designs that
result in lower power deposition in the user are also highlighted.

2. Trends in High-performance Computer Aided Design, Professor Zoltan Cendes,
Thursday 2nd June 2005.

GHz frequencies, Gb/s transmission rates and Gsps sampling rates are typical in today’s high-
performance electronics design. Time domain metrics such as eye-diagrams, TDR
measurements and jitter are now appearing simultaneously on the same spec sheet with
frequency domain metrics such as gain, phase noise, and insertion loss. Large transistor
counts, high non-linearities and increased full-wave behaviour of on-chip and on-board
interconnects have become commonplace. This talk will describe the revolution in electronic
design tools that is occurring to meet these challenges. It will describe new approaches to
circuit simulation that integrate transient simulation with harmonic balance to handle the
complexities of modern monolithic RF circuits. It will describe procedures that combine
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electromagnetic field simulation with electrical circuit simulation for modelling antenna feed
networks, on-chip interconnects, IC packages, and other passive structures. And it will
describe the seamless integration of 3D electromagnetics with circuit simulation currently
used at 1C foundries to model complex RFICs. Recent work on antenna feed and monopulse
network EM/circuit co-design, Ultra-Wideband radio design, the Xilinx 10 Gb/s Backplane
Design Kit, and on-chip spiral inductors based on UMC foundry technology will be presented
as application examples.

3. Are RF Emissions Hazardous? Professor Les Barclay, 16th June 2005.

In 1999 the UK government established an independent committee to examine the possible
health hazard from mobile phones. In the event, public concern was as much to do with the
effects of base stations as of the mobile phones. The Stewart Report made a thorough study
of the available research and also recommended a programme of further study. In this talk
Les Barclay, a member of the Stewart committee and also deputy chairman of the
management committee for the £7M research programme, will outline the findings of the
report and the programme of research studies.

The year was tinged with sadness at the death of Demetrious (*Jim’) Logothetis. Over many
years Jim had contributed extensively to the success and wellbeing of the Chapter, in that time
receiving awards for his services. As a past Chair he was well known throughout Region 10
and in IEEE HQ.

The technical speaker programme presented as part of the Tripartite agreement in conjunction
with the EA and IEE was also successful, with the Sydney programme expanding to two
technical presentations a month. The process is in hand to renew this agreement at the end of
2005. During the year the PE Chapter hosted two of the lectures. In addition a visiting DL is
due to give a presentation on 8 December within the JTL programme.

There is always an opportunity for the Chapter to conduct its own technical education
programme, looking particularly at eminent speakers who may be on ‘short time’ visits to
Sydney and cannot be integrated into the joint IEEEE/IEE/EA (IEAust) programme.
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Whilst there was an active Distinguished Lecturer programme conducted in South-East Asia
again in 2005 within the PE Society, the speakers seemed reluctant to travel the additional
distances required for them to d a tour of Australia. As a consequence we missed out on visits
from many eminent speakers.

The long established lunchtime student lecture/seminar programme was is a dormant state
(due partly to my recurring health problems). I am hoping to be able to apply more of my time
and resources to the co-ordination and participation in these activities in the future. This is an
excellent way in which to make a real contact with students, and encourage student
memberships.

For a variety of reasons in recent years any success in the Power Engineering Society awards
programme offered to Chapters has eluded us, however there is a very strong expectation that
this will soon be changed and we look forward to ‘stardom’ in the future.

In December 2005 there is a Region 10 meeting of Chapter Chairs, or Chapter representatives,
of the PE Chapters throughout the Region to be held in Bangkok. | have invited Anthony
Zaglas to attend this gathering in my stead.

The intention of this report is to go over some of the key outcomes observed
during the course of the meeting and offer some pointers in possible project
plans to develop these ideas.

The highlights observed were:

1. Marc Apter discussed the extensive (IEL) publications access and the
emerging trend where much of the academic publications and technical
papers are published on-line. While this is of basic threat to the IEEE
publications enterprise, it is an deal for IEEE to position their
information dissemination methods.

2. Marc also explained the misinterpreted rules regarding Associate
Membership, where ALL associate members can upgrade to full
member status after 6 years (with no degree), or after 3 years with
ANY degree. It is suggested a review of associate members be made
to get a possible no-cost membership upgrade. | am preparing an
additional slide for the “IEEE NSW Student Resources” section to show
the relationships of member grades.

3. The introduction of a new “Graduate Member Grade” to give post-
graduate students access to full “Member” benefits at student member
prices.

4. The GOLD (Grad of last Decade) Affinity chair Ms T Angkaew
highlighted three areas of adding value to members in their first 10
years after graduation. The importance of adding value in the student
to member transition phase was discussed.

The R10 GOLD initiatives are:

a. Technical Career Building, Networking and Mentoring. Technical
society and chapter involvement, dinner lectures with industry
specialists, GOLD committee involvement.

b. Soft Skill development. Leadership (R10 workshop & subsidy),
negotiation, communications, business, ethics, social skills.

5. The R10 Student paper contest closed on 28 Feb 2005, which will
essentially defer any NSW Section student elevations to region 10 to
be considered in 2006. There were no IEEE NSW student paper
submissions to R10 to meet this deadline. Discussions ensued, but
given the R10 Student Award deadlines are based on northern

hemisphere business and education calendars, this peculiar timing
issue looks likely to remain. This will be clarified on our website.

6. The R10 newsletter is in need of additional resources to add a detailed
R10 events calendar and get some artistic layout input to the
document. The sections within R10 need to promote key events to the
R10 newsletter.

7. The Malaysian Section brought up the need to use term that relate to
individual Countries. This is specifically related to CEU’s and Malaysia
and Australia’s CPD’s.

Membership

As at November 2004 there was a total of 79 members of the AP and MTT Societies in New South

Technical Meetings
Three meetings were held in 2004, as follows.

1. CELLULAR BASESTATION ANTENNAS, Dr Bevan Jones — Thursday 25" May 2004.

Increasingly developments in cellular basestation antennas are being driven by the difficulty and cost
of acquiring antenna sites and by increasing traffic densities. These factors have lead to a need for
antenna features such as polarization diversity, adjustable electrical downtilt, reduced passive
intermodulation , multiband operation and case-by-case special solutions. This talk will cover some
of the design challenges and techniques used to achieve these features in basestation antennas.

Attendance: 15 members 18 Non-members

2. OPTICAL FEED FOR MICROWAVE ANTENNAS, Professor Tibor Bercelli -
Tuesday 21° September 2004.

The combination of optical and microwave techniques offers new approaches for feeding microwave
antennas. That is made possible by the very high bandwidth of the optical devices and the very low
attenuation of the optical fibre. The new approaches give new and advantageous features. The lecture
will provide a survey of the new optical methods for microwave antennas feeders. The main
applications are in antenna remoting and phased arrays.

3. EMERGING ISSUES WITH MILLIMETRE-WAVE DEVICES FOR
TELECOMMUNICATIONS APPLICATIONS, Dr Jim Rathmell & Mr Peter Blockley (for
A/Prof Tony Parker) - Thursday 28" October 2004.
The GaAs integrated circuit sector typically utilises external foundry facilities that fabricate devices
according to a specific (usually proprietary) transistor technology. Circuits are designed to suit that
technology to meet criteria critical to market need. The criteria, which depend of the application,
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include low noise generation for receiving weak signals, high efficiency for transmitting high-power
signals, and high linearity to reduce distortion. The number of foundries is limited, so improvements
and cost reduction to meet market needs can only be met by extracting the best performance from the
technology on offer at the time.

For small-signal applications, distortion and intermodulation is involved and is complicated by
effects over a full spectrum of frequencies. This presentation will outline recent work that has
investigated the nature of the frequency dependence of distortion and its impact in broadband
applications. Issues for large-signal applications include transistor instability, which produces an
unusable operating region usually at the high-currents and low-voltage, and breakdown, which is
often poorly modelled. These problems are exacerbated in large devices used for high-power
application and transistors used for millimetre-wave frequencies. This presentation will review these
problems and avenues of investigation to overcome them.

Jim was an active and energetic participant in both Engineers Australia as well as the
IEEE Australia Section, and subsequently the IEEE NSW Section.

He was a Member of Engineers Australia with CPENng accreditation, NPER Registration
and a Life Senior Member IEEE.

From 1959 Jim was employed as a design engineer with Australian General Electric [
now Alstom Australia ] in the Motor Control and Automation Department. In 1985 he
joined the Commonwealth Department of Works and worked on the new international
terminal at Sydney Air-port, on the electrical reticulation systems, including the
emergency power back-up systems. In 1968 he joined the Electricity Commission of
New South Wales [ later Pacific Power ] , and was employed in the Electrical Plant
Department of the Power Engineering Division. He was involved with the design of AC
and DC Aukxiliary, and UPS Systems , for major coal fired , hydro and geo-thermal power
stations , both in Australia and overseas. Before his retirement from Pacific Power in
1998 he was the Specialist Engineer for DC Auxiliary and UPS Systems.

Jim was the NSW Section Chair from 1990 to 1994 and also 1996 to 1999. Jim received
the IEEE Millennium medal in 2000 and the Region 10 Outstanding Volunteer award in
2001. Jim was member of the IEEE Standards Board from 1992 — 1995, and again
from 1997 — 1998. He was chairman of Standards Australia Stationary Battery
Committee EL 5/6 , and Member of IEEE Standards Coordinating Committee SCC29, on
Stationary Batteries from 1992 — 1998.
