The Report of the Secretary for the year 1973 is presented herewith.

A six per cent drop in membership had been projected following the
significant raise in dues introduced in January 1973. It is gratifying to
report that this loss did not materialize and the membership is actually
slightly higher than a year ago.

1973 was a good year financially, with the Institute having a substantial
surplus at year-end.

Institute publications increased; the IEEE PRESS enjoyed a successful year;
the PROCEEDINGS OF THE IEEE is paying for itself; and the IEEE SPEC-
TRUM achieved new recognition by its readers and advertisers.

The IEEE Foundation, Incorporated, was established during the year to
support certain scientific and educational purposes of the Institute.

About fifty-one per cent of the members are enrolled in the Groups and
Societies. Society status was granted to four additional Groups, making a
total of thirteen Societies within the IEEE at the end of the year. Through
Referendum, the members voted five to one against the proposal to set up
a separate corporation to administer the Institute technical activities.

IEEE's educational program continued to grow, and plans have been devel-
oped for a major expansion in continuing education activities over the next

decade.

In 1973 construction started on a new office building in Piscataway, New
Jersey, to house IEEE administrative and clerical personnel.

The Institute activities can be seen as continuing in a sound and satisfactory
condition.
